The trip to Tirolean Meats was a wonderful experience.  We were 
welcomed by friendly staff and had to wear special jump suits for 
hygienic reasons.  The factory is divided in low- and high-risk sec-
tions.  A low-risk area is where the raw meat is cut and still has to 
be cooked.  A high-risk area is where the cooked product, e.g. 
ham, is sliced and packaged.    We saw how different sausages, 
bacon and other cold meats are prepared and smoked.  At the 
end we were treated to biltong, dried wors, smoked sausages and 
sandwiches, all produced in the factory.  A special thanks to 
Sinead Brown and her father who organised this trip for us.
